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Development of English Listening and Speaking Ability Through
the Natural Approach Combined with Total Physical Response
(TPR) and Role-Playing for Mathayom Sueksa 2 Students at
Khuntanwittayakhom School
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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) develop the English listening and speaking ability of students using the
Natural Approach combined with Total Physical Response (TPR) and Role-Playing. The criteria for
success were set at an average score of not less than 70 percent and at least 70 percent of
students meeting this criterion, and 2) to investigate student satisfaction towards learning based
on the Natural Approach combined with TPR and Role-Playing. The research sample consisted of
22 Mathayom Sueksa 2/1 students at Khuntanwittayakhom School, enrolled in the course English
Listening and Speaking 3 (E22201) during the first semester of the academic year 2025. The sample
was selected using Purposive Sampling. Research instruments included: (1) 10 lesson plans utilizing
the Natural Approach combined with TPR and Role-Playing, (2) an English listening and speaking
ability test, and (3) a satisfaction questionnaire regarding the combined learning approach. Data
were analyzed using percentage, mean (X), and standard deviation (S.D.).The key research findings
were as follows: (1) The students' mean score on the English listening and speaking ability test
was 11.95, equivalent to 79.70 percent of the total score. A total of 21 students passed the set
criterion, accounting for 95.46 percent of the total student population, which exceeded the
specified benchmark. Only one student failed the criterion (4.54 percent), who was identified as
having a learning disability. (2) The students' average satisfaction level towards learning using the
Natural Approach combined with TPR and Role-Playing was X = 4.14, which is considered a high

level of satisfaction.
